. Policies
A. Media center materials selection shall be a continuous process
involving administrators, teachers, librarians, students, and
parents.
B. Fundamental variables for selections shall be curriculum,
student reading levels, students maturity levels, and the
familial and cultural background of student users.
C. Final authority for selection shall rest with Jeffrey Horn, the
school és principal, who will consult with Mr.
D. The following authoritative selection tools will be used in
developing GVHSG6s print and electronic collect
Wilson High School Catalogue
School Library Journal
The Book Report Magazine
Booklist
Various annual lists (e.g. Newberry Awards)
Recommendations from other recognized educational
organizations, or teachers
. Selection Criteria

A. Materials purchased may be print or non - print, as appropriate.

B. Materials should be of varied levels of difficulty, taking into
consideration individual student needs and interests.

C. Materials should reflect the ideas and beliefs of religious,
historical, and ethnic groups and their contributions to
American and world heritages and cultures.

D. Gift materials should be evaluated in the same way as purchased
materials.

E. The following considerations apply when selecting materials:
1. Does the material meet the needs of individual students?

a. based on knowledge of high school students?
b. based on requests of students and parents?
2. Does the material meet the needs of the school?
a. based on knowledge of the curriculum (e.g. Advanced
Placement, students with special needs)?
b. based on request from administrators or teachers?
3. Is the material suitable for the age and maturity level
of the students?
a. regarding content and vocabulary?
b. regarding timeliness and factual accuracy?
c. regarding style, narration, or visualization in accord
with the purpose of the resource?
4. Is the material suitable for purchase by the Green Valley
High School Library?
a. regarding attractiveness and durability of format for
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b. regarding reasonable pricing?
c. regarding quality?

5. Everything considered, is the material the best available
for students at Green Valley High School?

F. After the material has been ordered and received, it shall be
examined, using the selection criteria, but now as criteria
for evaluation.

1. Selection Criticism

A. When the suitability of a particular resource has been
questioned, the school shall provide a CCF - 400 form to be
completed in quadruplicate by the individual requesting
the review.

B. The individual must include author, title, publisher, page
number of each item questioned, his or her reason for the
objection, and his or her signature. He or she must offer
sufficient identification so that a proper response can be
made.

C. The material in question shall be reviewed by Mr. Horn, Mr.
Bennes, three teachers (at least one of which must be from
the English department), and two parents. This review will
be completed as soon as possible after the formal objection
has been received.

D. The material shall be considered with both specific objectives
and content in mind. This review shall be seriously and
objectively made. The best interests of the students along
with requirements and interests of the curriculum shall be
primary concerns.

E. The GVHS Library Advisory Committee will arrive at one of
three decisions:

a. Leave the material in the library, openly shelved and
fully accessible.

b. Remove the material from the library.

c. Place the material on closed shelving or with special
access status to be used only by students with written
parental permission

F. The findings of this committee shall be promptly reported to
the superintendent and to the individual who has requested
the review.

G. If the individual who has requested review is not satisfied
with the decision of the committee, the matter may be referred
to district - level review.
