
● I am a compound sentence, and I therefore have 
  both a comma and conjunction between my two 
  independent clauses. 
● I am a complex sentence because a dependent 
  clause follows my independent clause. 
● Because I am a complex sentence with a beginning 
  dependent clause, I require a comma before my 
  independent clause. 
● I am a run-on sentence and I need a comma before 
  the conjunction to separate my two independent 
  clauses and become a compound sentence. 
● I am a comma splice, I need a conjunction after the 
  comma to join my two independent clauses and 
  become a compound sentence. 
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
